Item 1: Stuckey Tyres Award 

 
The Stuckey Tyres Award is an annual award consisting of a $1,000 cash prize-money for eligible 

Clubman Drivers.  The award is generously donated by Russell Stuckey of Stuckey Tyres. 

 

Drivers eligible for this award will be those in Grade D, E or F (the co-diver can be any grade) 

competing in a vehicle in one of the following classes:  P1, P2, P3, P4, N1, N2, N3, N4, HRC and 

Excel.  These classes will be combined for the purposes of scoring this award. 

 

To be eligible the competing vehicle must display the provided “Stuckey Tyres / Dunlop” Stickers 

during each round of the VRC.  Stickers are to be positioned in front of the front doors no lower than 

the front axle, one on each side of the vehicle. 

 

Stickers are available from David “Dinta” Officer, VRC Competitor Relations Officer (CRO). 

 

The Stuckey Tyres Award will be based on points determined as follows: 

30, 25, 21, 18, 16, 14, 12, 10, 8, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2 and 1 for places first to fifteenth respectively within the 

combined grades and classes eligible for this award in each event. 

 

The award will be made to the driver with the highest total points after application of VRC 

Regulations 20.1 and 20.2.
