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FURTHER REGULATIONS. 
 

Dear Competitors, 
 

Thank you for your entry into The X Trial. 
 

You have been allocated the car number and start time as per the attached entry list. 
 

SCRUTINY: Will be conducted on Wednesday 7th of July at:  
 Performance Exhaust, 49 New St, Ringwood, Ph. 9870-4977, 
 from 6:00 p.m. till 9:00 p.m. Please arrive as early as possible. 
 Regional competitors may arrange their own regional scrutiny only with prior 
 approval of the Clerk of Course. 
  

 Competitors who present at scrutiny with all their paperwork correct, ie. complete 
 and signed entry form, current licences, vehicle registration etc., and who pass vehicle  
 scrutiny will be able to exchange their scrutiny slip for a GREEN CARD, which entitles  
 them to preferential treatment when booking in at the start of the event. 
  

 Those who do not have all their paperwork correct or who fail the vehicle scrutiny will receive a  
 RED book-in CARD. 
 Competitors at regional scrutiny will receive no card and will have to join the RED queue. Sorry. 
 

REPORT TIME: From 3.00 p.m. onwards with route instructions to be handed to those who have 
 completed the book-in procedure from 3.00 p.m. onwards. 
 There will be two queues at book-in - the fast GREEN CARD queue and the probably  
 slower RED CARD (also no card) queue. 
 

PLOTTING: Plotting will take approx. 1½ - 2 hrs.  
 Time to scale (measure) distances along the roads will be extra. 
  

RESCRUTINY: There will be no rescrutiny at the start. 
 

START LOCATION: Dunolly Golf Course, as per the supplied map. 
 

SERVICE LOCATION: “24/7 Roadhouse”, Inglewood. (Map supplied in Service Crew instructions.) 
 

FINISH LOCATION:  Dunolly Golf Course, as per the supplied map. 
 

CATERING: The Dunolly Golf Club will be putting on a BBQ from 4:00 pm until approximately 1:00 am 
providing all the usual goodies. Please support their efforts so we can come back again. 

 (Vegetarians catered for by prior request to the Event Secretary.) 
Food and drinks can be purchased at the hall all throughout the afternoon and night. 

 Sorry, due to licensing regulations, no BYO alcohol may be consumed on site,  
 but the bar will be open until at least 1:00am. 
 

EVENT SCHEDULE: Book in from 3:00 p.m.

 The first car is scheduled to finish at approximately 11:00 pm. 
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TIMING MARKERS: Where the organisers believe competitors may enter a finish timing control from  
 the Wrong Direction, a Timing Marker and/or Control Marker may be placed on  
 each approach road for the safety of both competitors and officials. 

 
CHANGE OF PERSONNEL:   Stuart Lister, CAMS Licence # 883528, will be the Rally Panel Roster Steward. 
 

FUEL: ULP, PULP, Diesel and Gas are all available in Maryborough, and Bendigo. 
 Note : ULP, Diesel and Gas only are available at Inglewood. 
 

 The only fuel available throughout the trial region during the event is at the “24/7 Roadhouse” 
 in Inglewood. Ensure you are filled up before arriving at the start and make sure you support 
 the Inglewood “24/7 Roadhouse” by purchasing food, drinks and nibblies as they are staying 
 open late for us. 
 

SERVICE CREWS: The service area is on the roadside reserve opposite the roadhouse. 
 Keep the roadways and pump area clear at all times. 
 There is plenty of room for trailers here. 
 

OFFICIAL MAPS:  The organisers will supply official maps and may provide additional official maps. 
 

  No other maps may be carried or referred to after book-in. 
 

EQUIPMENT: All normal navigational aids should be carried including a reliable compass and tracing paper. 
 Scaling and plotting roamers will be required for the following map scales: 
 1:10,000, 1:25,000 and 1: 100,000. 
 There may be a shortage of tables in the golf club house so please bring a fold up table with you. 
 

ODOMETER CHECK: 
On the Dunolly-Moliagul Rd, approximately 520m north of the railway crossing on the north side of 
Dunolly, (250m north of Short St), between the H sign on the galvanised metal post (missing  
StA 50 sign) to the StA 45 signpost heading towards St. Arnaud, the Clerk of Course’s odometer read 
4.98km. 

 

COMPETITIVE STARTS: 
 Given the style of event being conducted, i.e. a historic navigational trial under the Touring Road 

Event Regulations, and to show consideration to officials, organisers and the forest authorities, it is 
considered appropriate to prohibit wheel spin for a distance of 50m from the start of competitive 
sections. 

 Each offence reported to the Stewards will be subject to a minimum 30 point penalty. 
 

PASSAGE CONTROL PROCEDURE: 
 Place your road card on your mapboard  so the official can reach through the window to stamp the 

back of the card or write WD as required.   
 OR hand your road card to the official who will stamp the back of the card or write WD as required. 
 Alternatively, the official may place a sticker on the back of the card or write WD as required. 

 

MINING ACTIVITIES  
 Local residents and authorities have brought to the Organiser’s attention the dangers of open 

mineshafts in the forests and by the side of roads. Competitors who have to stop in the forest and 
Officials stationed throughout the forest should remember that these open shafts can be found all 
through the forest and pose a significant danger. Use caution at all times when walking in these 
forests. 
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THE X TRIAL TEAM AWARD: 
The Tayell Automotive Team Award will be awarded to the team with the three best finishers. 
 

A team shall consist of 3 crews with not more than one crew having a Driver &/or Navigator of  
HRA Grade A. 
 

Teams must be nominated before the event start with the book in official. 
(The Clerk of Course reserves the right to nominate crews not so nominated – if he remembers.) 
 

Points will be awarded to crews as follows: 1st O/R – 1 point 
 2nd O/R – 2 points 
 3rd O/R – 3 points 
  to 
 60th O/R – 60 points 
 

The team with the lowest aggregate score will receive the
