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The Historic Rally Association will conduct The X-Trial  on Saturday the 10th July as round 3 of the 
2010 HRA Rally Championship. It will be conducted as a Multi-Club Touring Road Event  and will 
be based in the township of Dunolly and held throughout the surrounding box-ironbark forests of the 
Goldfields Region of Central Victoria. 
 
Teamwork will be the key to success - accurate navigating,  precise driving  and car reliability . 
 
Navigational requirements will vary throughout the event, but will generally be straightforward with 
some parts being a little more demanding depending on the particular area of forest. A wide variety of 
driving surfaces, conditions and navigational challenges should reflect some of the features of historic 
rallying and the unique challenges goldfields forests have to offer. 
 
The event will run under the Touring Road Event format and organisers will continue to differentiate 
this style of event (Historic Navigational Trial) from modern forest racing. The trial is 100% 
navigational  using maps for all competitive sections, achievable average speeds  of around 60 
km/h on forest sections. 
 
The event is open to all competitors from CAMS affiliated clubs. 
 
Competitors will require a Level 2NS licence or superior.  
 
While it is not compulsory for competition vehicles to be fitted with rollover protection, it is highly 
recommended, as is the wearing of helmets on competitive forest sections which will mostly be 
conducted on gravel forest roads and tracks. 
 
There will be liberal use of Wrong Way Go Back boards, arrows and bunting. Competitors who stray 
too far off the prescribed route will encounter some or all of these particularly where the directing 
team feel it necessary to protect competitors and residents living near the rally route. 
 
There will be one service area at which pump fuel will be available – ULP, LPG and Diesel.

6. CREW ELIGIBILITY  

6.1 Crews shall consist of 2 persons, one nominated as the Driver and the other as the Navigator, and the same 
crew, as nominated, shall be required to compete throughout the entire event including all sub-events (if 
any).

11.2 Competitors domiciled more than 50km from official scrutiny may, subject to the agreement of the Clerk of 
Course , arrange their own scrutiny with their regional scrutineer (refer to the 2010 Victorian Rally Bulletin 
Para. 4.3.1 for approved regional scrutineers). There will be no scrutiny at the start of the event. 

11.3 Vehicles must be presented at scrutiny, clean, and in “ready-to-start” condition with the exception of tyres. All 
compulsory equipment will be checked, as follows: 
a) Seat belt of at least three point mounting for each occupant. 
b) Two (2) safety triangles. 
c) Mud flaps of stout material on both rear wheels. 
 (Also on the front wheels if they are driving wheels). 
d) Approved First Aid Kit meeting CAMS requirements. 
e) Fire Extinguisher(s) compliant with CAMS Schedule R part 10 of the NCR’s, i.e. Dry Powder type of 

total capacity 2 kg’s.  Note: BCF type extinguishers are not permitted by civil legislation. 
f) Red SOS / Green OK board. 

11.4 The following documentation must be presented at scrutiny: 
a) Current vehicle registration papers / permit showing ownership, and verifying the vehicle engine 

number. 
b) Competitors and all crew members current CAMS licences and club memberships. 
c) Civil driving licences of all persons that may drive in any part of the event.

12. RULES & REGULATIONS  

 National Rally Code (NRC) 3.4.vi – (the 2mm Rule) - will not apply to this event. 

 Given the style of event being conducted, i.e. a historic navigational trial under the Touring Road Event 
Regulations, and to show consideration to officials, organisers and the forest authorities, it is considered 
appropriate to prohibit wheel spin for a distance of 50m from the start of competitive sections . 

Breaches of the wheel spin requirement will be reported to the Stewards for an appropriate penalty of not less than 
30 points per reported occurrence. 

 Touring Road Regulation 3.3.4 of the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport will not apply and will be replaced by the 
following definition of a Touring Section. 
 A Touring Section is a section where the route instructions maybe in the form of a route chart or in some 
other form. The actual time taken, distance travelled, route traversed or other forms of measurement will be used to 
calculate penalties. A Touring Section may traverse populated areas using Shire roads and Highways with a less 
demanding target time and may include restricted speed and quiet zones. Given the nature of these sections 
helmets must not be worn during touring sections. 

13. SCORING & PENALTIES  

Controls will be in accordance with the NRC and the current Victorian Rally Bulletin. Timing will be recorded to the 
second and scoring of the event will be to the Forward Minute with increments of one (1) minute. 
For example :  Time Allowed  = 10:00 mins, Time Taken  =   9:48 mins,  Penalty = 0 points 
 Time Allowed  = 10:00 mins, Time Taken  = 10:00 mins,  Penalty = 0 points 
 Time Allowed  = 10:00 mins, Time Taken  = 10:52 mins,  Penalty = 1 points 

Late Time accumulates in one minute increments per minute, or part thereof, in excess of allowed transport section 
times and one second increments in excess of allowed competitive and touring section times. 

Being found carrying illegal maps in vehicle, Penalty = 60 points per map. 

Passage controls and/or observations may be used to check compliance with route instructions. 

NRC 5.2.(iii)g shall be varied, in part; 

such that entering any Passage Control  from the wrong direction (WD) will incur a 10 point penalty ,  

and incorrect  recording of, or missing  an information or Passage Control  will incur a 20 point penalty . 

A “P” board will  precede manned Passage Controls.  (A “P” board may also be placed on the incorrect direction 
of entry for safety). 

An “O” board will not  precede observation boards.   

NOTE: Observations must be countersigned at the next major control or will be regarded as “missed”. It is the 
competitor’s responsibility to ensure this is done. 

14. JUDGES OF FACT 

15.1 Scrutineers will be deemed Judges of Fact with respect to vehicle and equipment eligibility and safety in 
addition to document compliance. 

15.2 Control officials will be deemed Judges of Fact with respect to time and direction of entry to, and exit from, 
controls and passage controls, activity in control and exhaust system efficiency and excessive wheel spin at 
competitive starts. 

15. PROTESTS 

Protests, if any, must be lodged in accordance with Part Xll of the National Competition Rules. 

16. OFFICIAL MAPS  

All official maps will be provided by the event organisers. 

These maps will be black and white photocopies of 1:25,000 topographic maps and will be premarked with most, 
but not all, Control and Via points. 
Additional information such as distances, cautions and some instructions may also appear on these maps.

17. COMMUNICATION 

The use of any two-way radio or mobile phone during the event is highly discouraged. The carriage of the above 
items is permitted for safety reasons for use in case of accident or emergency situation.

During any event, consumption of alcoholic beverages in the paddock, pits or any other portion of the competition 
venue under the control of the officials is expressly forbidden until all practice or competition activity is concluded 
for each day. Any driver or crew member who is found to be affected by alcohol on the day of the event or practice 
therefore shall not be permitted to participate. Refer NCR 145A of the Current CAMS Manual. 
In addition, the persons concerned will be subject to the Articles of the Procedure for Alcohol Testing and CAMS 
Drugs in Sport Policy. Competitors, crews or officials may be tested for alcohol or other drugs at any time during 
the event(s). This regulation serves as the required 24-hour notice to Competitors, Crew and Officials.
